The display will say 'BL'
2.0n your Bluetooth-enabled device, power on Bluetooth to search for the device. Select
‘LIFESTYLE ADVANCED SOUNDBAR’, The display will blink, indicating that it is waiting
to pair. Once pairing is successful, the display will stop flashing and display ‘BL".
3. Now you can play music from your Bluetooth-enabled device on the sound bar.

Press the «or »1 button on the remote control to play the previous or next song.

Aux Input

If using the Aux cable, connect the Speaker to the audio equipment, select 'AU’ by using
the Mode key on the remote control or the Power/Mode key on the side panel of the
soundbar. 'AU' will be displayed accompanied by 'AUX' voice prompt.

CLOCK

1.When the soundbar is on, short press the "MODE" button to switch to the clock mode.
Short press »1I/® to adjust the time. Long press »lI/® to save the time.
Double click »II/@ to switch between 12HR & 24HR option.

2.After the Soundbar is initially paired with your smartphone, a permission request will
pop up requesting permission to read text messages. After clicking allow, the time on the
soundbar will automatically sync with the time on your smartphone.

FM Radio

Plug in the AUX Cable as an antenna before searching for radio channels.
Press the mode button till you are prompted to FM. Short press the play button to mute,
and long press the play button to automatically search for radio channels.
