WIRELESS CHARGING

Put the Qi receiver-enabled device on the top of the
unit, where the Qi logo is printed. During wireless
charging, the symbol will be on the display. It will
disappear from the display when the device is fully
charged. The symbol begins to flash quickly when
abnormal charging happens.

IMPORTANT NOTES ABOUT WIRELESS CHARGING

a. If your device does not support wireless charging,
please purchase a wireless charging case separately.
