Pt is the transmitted power, which is equal to the peak transmitter output power
plus maximum antenna gain. The maximum equivalent isotropically radiated power EIRP is

P+ =28.33 dBm +10.5 dBi = 38.83 dBm = 7638 mW, where

28.33 dBm is the EUT maximum output power,
10.5 dBi — antenna gain.

The minimum safe distance “r’, where RF exposure does not exceed FCC permissible limit, is
