First, Bluetooth mode

1. Bluetooth version: Bluetooth 4.2, support ios, Android and other devices.

2. The speaker has two boot states. Toggle switch and key switch.

3. Turn the toggle switch to the ON position and the speaker is switched
on.The screen shows the time, the clock icon (if the alarm has been set,
the alarm icon will be displayed), and the battery level.

4 long press the power button, the speaker enters the Bluetooth mode, the
speaker will issue a Bluetooth tone, the speaker enters the pairing shape
phone search to the Bluetooth pairing name, click to connect when the co-
nnection is successful.

Second, TF card mode

1. Insert the TF card after power on and enter the TF card play mode aut-
omatically. The TF icon flashes during playback.

2. Pull out the TF card and the speaker automatically enters Bluetooth
mode.

Third, Line in mode

1. Insert the Line in line after power on, automatically enter Line in mode,
AUX icon is always on.

2. Pull out the Line in cable and the speaker automatically enters Blueto-
oth mode.

Fourth, FM radio mode

1. After booting, insert the random charging cable into the DC 5V port to
act as an external antenna. The player enters the Bluetooth mode. Press
and hold the Pause key for a long time to enter the FM mode. Short press
the front button to enter the auto search mode. Flashing, search comple-
ted Press K« /»M to switch radio stations.

Fifth, charge

1. Plug the USB cable into the speaker Connect the 5V1A charger to cha-
rge the speaker's internal battery.

2. The red LED lights up when charging, and it turns red when it is full.
Sixth, the boot volume in all modes of this speaker is 10. Maximum 15.
When the battery level is lower than 20% and the voice prompt is low, on-
ly the clock function is retained.

Seventh, clock, alarm mode

1. When it is turned on, enter the clock mode, the clock icon is always on,
long press the M button, enter the clock setting, the hour shows the num-
ber flashing, press the +/- button to select the time. When the 24-hour ic-
on flashes, press the +/- key to adjust the 12-hour clock. The AM/PM ic-
on will appear. Press and hold the M key to select the time.

2. When it is turned on, enter the clock mode, the clock icon is always on,
press the M key, enter the alarm mode setting, the alarm 1 icon is always
on, press the M key at this time, the alarm hour number flashes, press t-
he +/- key to select Time, press M key shortly, enter into minute number
to select. After minute number is selected, press M key again. At this time,
enter alarm clock tones (a total of five types of ringtones are selected),
short M key, enter alarm clock cycle mode. , ON turns on the alarm, OFF
turns off the alarm, short presses the M key, enters the selection of the n-
umber of alarms, one represents the alarm once, and ALL represents the
selected alarm time, press and hold the M key for a selected alarm time.
3: The speaker has two alarm time settings. The setting method is as a-
bove.

Eighth: When the alarm bell rings, short press any key to enter snooze
mode. After five minutes, the alarm will sound again; during snooze mo-
de,double-click the key # to turn off snooze mode alarm. The poor sleep
function is retained three times. After three times, the alarm is turned off.
