POWER-OFF:
MANUAL POWER-OFF: Long press the power button for
display of power-off progress bar until the completion of the
progress bar and the thermal imager is powered off.
CANCEL POWER-OFF: Releasing the power button before the
completion of progress bar to cancel the power-off.
AUTO POWER-OFF: Time for auto power-off is settable, and
if no button operation is carried out within such time, the thermal
imager will be powered off after the completion of the power-off
progress bar.

COMPENSATION: Short press the power on/off button
when power is on and the menu is not called out, to complete
the corresponding compensation actions (except the automatic
compensation).
