1. Boot up

Press and hold the power button for 3 seconds to turn on the printer;

& Note: When power on state, press and hold the power button for 3 seconds to power off.

2. Load paper

Sheet of paper:

Hold the paper in both hands to keep it flat and straight,

then carefully insert the paper into the printer's paper slot until the reel

pulls it into the optimal starting position.

When need to take out the paper halfway, open the flip cover with both
hands at the same time and then remove the paper. both hands at the

same time to lift up the flap, remove the printer paper.

For the best printing results, please use original paper.

The short side of the paper must be parallel to the paper inlet notch.
Only one side of the paper can be printed, check the paper,

the non-printing side should be mounted upward.

When using "folding A4 paper”, tear off the paper along the perforated
dotted line after finish the printing.

(1) Open the APP, click " @" in the upper right corner, and the system will
automatically search and display the printer name.

@ Method 2: Double-click the power button to print the two-dimensional code,
click the scan code connection on the connected device page, and scan the
two-dimensional code to connect the printer.

Turn on the Bluetooth of the mobile phone, turn to the connection interface
after searching and connecting the device in the APP, and choose connecting
via WIFI.
