i Optional equipment fitted at the factory
may already occupy the AUX socket at the
rear.

Selecting the AUX function

The volume at the headphone socket has to
be increased by a far greater amount to be
played back correctly through the CD radio.

i When traffic messages are played back,
the volume may be significantly higher due
to the differing volume levels of the exter-
nal devices.
