General Functions
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. Power Button: Press and hold the power button to control
the power of the speaker.

. Play/Pause Button: Press the Play/Pause button once to
pause the music, press again to play.

. Vol +/ Next Track: Press and hold the + button to increase
the volume. Press once for the next track.

4. Vol - / Previous Track: Press and hold the — button to
reduce the volume. Press once for the previous track.

. Light Bulb Icon: Press the light bulb icon repeatedly to
cycle through light options. Continue to press until the
desired light option is reached or until the light turns off.
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Bluetooth Operation

1. Please ensure that the Bluetooth function has been turned
on in the settings of your Bluetooth enabled device.

2. Turn the speaker on by pressing and holding the On/Off
button for several seconds. The indicator light will flash to
detect Bluetooth enabled devices near you and will enter
pairing mode. The indicator light will go off if no Bluetooth
devices are detected within 5 minutes.

3."GEMLINE SPKR” will appear on the Bluetooth device list,
select “GEMLINE SPKR” to establish pairing. If instructed
to enter a PIN code, please enter ‘0000’

4. When you want to play audio from another Bluetooth
device, disconnect the speaker from the original device
and follow steps 1-3 to re-pair the speaker with a new
Bluetooth enabled device.

Speakerphone Operation

1. If you receive a call during Bluetooth mode, answer the
incoming call directly on your paired phone. The audio
will transmit through the speaker for hands-free use.

2. To end the call, simply hang up directly on your
paired phone.

AUX Playback Operation

1. Turn on the speaker.
2. Connect the speaker to a smartphone, audio device,
or laptop with the 3.5mm AUX cable (not included).
3. The volume, play/pause, and next/previous song button

can only be adjusted on the device that is connected
through the 3.5mm AUX cable.

Charging the Speaker

1. When the battery is low, please charge via the included
USB cable. The charging time is approximately 3 hours
and provides up to 4-6 hours of continuous operation.

2. The LED indicator light will be red during charging and
will turn off once it is fully charged.

3. Make sure to charge the speaker for at least 4 hours
before using it for the first time.

Light Function

light mode.

Warning

1. Do not disassemble, repair, or modify the speaker.

Unable to pair the
speaker with a
mobile device

1. Inspect whether the speaker is searching
for a Bluetooth enabled device to connect
to. If not, restart the speaker.

2. Difficulty in searching and connecting to
a desired device can be affected if multiple
devices are equipped, turned on, and in
range for Bluetooth connectivity. Please
turn off or disable the Bluetooth function on
the other devices.

3. The power of the battery is insufficient,
please recharge the speaker.

The music stops from | 1. Inspect the distance between the speaker
time to time and the Bluetooth enabled device, it may
exceed the Bluetooth transmission range.
