The DiViEX Slideshow App comes pre-installed on this digital product for convenient content management. There are 

2 methods for uploading media: saving media files to internal storage, or creating a specific folder on a USB, then 

inserting into unit. After, open the app to launch a slideshow or adjust picture settings, add filters and stickers, queue 

music and more! 

 

UPLOAD MEDIA 
METHOD 1: PLAY MEDIA VIA INTERNAL STORAGE 

1. Insert USB into the unit. 

2. Open the File Explorer app and navigate to the location of your files using the toolbar.
