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Power On

Auto Power On: Remove the headset from the Bluetooth remote
control, the headset will turn on and beep “Du” four times.

Manual power on: When the headset is off (outside the Bluetooth
remote control), press and hold the headset touch button for about
3 seconds, the headset will turn on and beep “Du” four times.

Manual power on (Bluetooth remote control): long press the
remote control return button for about 3 seconds, the remote
control will power on and the red light will flash.

Power Off

Auto power off (headset): put the left and right headset in the

on state directly into the Bluetooth remote control, the headset
turns off and charges. If the headset is not connected to a Bluetooth
device, it will turn off automatically after 3 minutes and beep “Du”
four times.

Auto power off (Bluetooth remote control): the device is not
connected to a Bluetooth device in the power-on state, and will
automatically power off after 5 minutes. If the device is connected
to a Bluetooth device and the Bluetooth remote control is not
used for 2 hours, the device will automatically shut down and the
indicator light will turn off.

Manual shutdown (headphones) : Long press the touch keys of
the left and right headphones in the power-on state for about 5
seconds, and the headphones will shut down and emit 4 sounds
of "Du"

Manual shutdown (Bluetooth remote control) : Long press the
back button of the Bluetooth remote control in the power-on
state for about 5s, and the Bluetooth remote control will
automatically shut down.

2. When the left and right earphones have pairing records, they will
automatically connect back when they are turned on, and the prompt
will sound “beep”

Follow the instructions

- Back/Lock button: Press once to return to the home
screen and press twice to lock the screen.

- Photo/Video button: In the photo mode, press once to
take a picture. In the video mode, press once to start
recording and press once again to end recording.

Note (In non-shooting mode, short press this button will
increase the volume).

- Up key: Short press up page, long press to increase
volume.

- Down key: Short press to turn down the page, and long
press to lower the volume.

- Left button: Turn the page left first.

- Right button: Turn the page right first.

- Play/Pause button: click once to play/pause, (under Tiktok
video playback, double click to like).
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Common operating problems

The Camera/Video button cannot

control the camera or video

- Please go to the corresponding software to check whether
"Use volume keys to control shooting" is enabled.

IPhone or Ipad controls fail
- Please first check whether the auxiliary touch is turned on
and whether the tracking sensitivity is 10%-50%.

*Note: If the key function cannot be officially used or abnormalities
occur during the use of the Apple cell phone or Ipad, please operate
in the following way.

- Reset the touch point: long press the photo button after
connecting the cell phone to enter the touch point setting, the red
light is always on, then short press the up, down, left and right
buttons to adjust the position of the touch point, the touch point
position adjustment is complete, long press the photo button to
confirm, the red light is off.

- Perform a close-open assisted touch operation on the device side.
