- Because the Bluetooth agreement is open from the open
location, accessible circumstances can reach to 10M, in which
the human body is also the largest in terms of Wireless headset
dry we recommend that you put your headphones on the same
side of your phone to achieve the best results.

+ Does the machine have no sound?
1. Make sure the headset is activated and fully charged.

+ Phone and headset is not connected?
1. Make sure the headset is matched to the phone.
2. Make sure your phone's Bluetooth device is enabled.
3. Make sure the headset is within 10 meters of the phone and
not any obstructions, such as walls or other electronic
equipment.

« If the above steps do not resolve the issue, ty the following:
A. re-charge the headset.

B. restart the phone.

C. start the phone Wireless and delete the previous pairing
history!

D. the Wireless headset to re-match with the phone!
