--Turn Dolby audio off in your device.
--The mute button on the remote was be pressed accidentally.

Q Automatic shut-down?

--Overheating protection. Please use in a ventilated environment.
--It is recommended to unplug the power supply after use to prolong the service life.
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Q Upside down image?

--Press “Flip” button on the remote control.
--enter “Projection Settings” to change the Projection Mode.
