Precautions for battery use

1. The remote control car uses a 3.7V rechargeable lithium battery; The remote control uses 2 1.5V AA non-rechargeable batteries;
2. The battery should be taken out and loaded according to the polarity and voltage of the toy battery room;

3. Non-rechargeable batteries are not rechargeable;

4. Rechargeable batteries must be charged under adult supervision;

5. The rechargeable battery should be removed from the toy before charging;

6. Different types of batteries or old and new batteries can not be mixed;
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. Only batteries with the same or equivalent battery are recommended for use;
. The battery should be taken out of the toy; If you do not use the toy for a long time, please remove the battery from the toy.
. Do not short circuit the power terminal;
0. Use a screwdriver to unfasten the screw on the battery compartment cover, insert the battery according to the correct positive and
negative polarity, and unfasten the screw on the battery compartment cover with a screwdriver to remove the battery.
11. Repair and maintenance: This product is composed of plastic, hardware and electronic components, shall not be placed or used in water
or in a humid environment for a long time, regularly check whether the wires, plugs, shells and other parts are defective, and should be
