1.Sound Amplifier and Remote Microphone Charging

Please charge the device with included USB-C Cable, the estimated charging
time is 1 hourWhen charging the ampilifier, the white light flashes. When fully
charged, the white light stays solid. When charging the remote microphone,
the four white lights flash in sequence. Once fully charged, the white lights
remain solid.

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2.Wearing

When using the sound Amplifier for the first time, turn on the device and
enter pairing mode directly. Within 3 minutes, open the phone and search
for the Bluetooth name "Trihear Neco" to connect directly to Bluetooth
(after Bluetooth connection, if no Bluetooth audio is played, the local
microphone mode works);
