How to charge keyboard

Find the USB A to USB type-C cable in the package, plug the keyboard and connect it with
computer for charging, the LED indicator of the keyboard will turn to blue .

Remark: The LED indicator will flash in red when the keyboard is short of power.

How to connect the keyboard with a computer

Wired Connection

1.Take out the USB A to USB type-C cable in the package and connect the keyboard with
your computer.

2.The computer will recognize and configure the keyboard automatically.

3.The keyboard will be ready for use when the configuration is finished.

4.0nce the keyboard is powered up, charging begins. It may take about 5 hours for the
keyboard to be fully recharged.
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3.Press [FN] + [Win] To disable or enable the [Win] key

4.Press [FN] + [«] to slow down the speed of breathing backlight .
5.Press [FN] + [—] to add up the speed of breathing backlight.

6.Press [FN] + [1] to increase the backlight brightness of the keyboard.
7. Press [FN] + [|] to decrease the backlight brightness of the keyboard.
8. Press [FN] + [ESC] to set the keyboard to default setting.
