PLANNING THE INSTALLATION
Location

The media air cleaner shauld be installed where all the air
passing through the system is circulated through it The best
location s in the retum air dudt nesd o the blower compartment
50 the madia air cleanar can halp to keap the blowsr molor and
evaporaior coils clean. Do nol maunt in the supply air duct,

For most efficlent air daaning, spread alfiow evenly across
the face of the media. If the duct is a difarent sire than tha
media air filter cabinet, gradual fransitions are required. if
the duct tums sharply just before the air filter, luming vanes
ara required.

Choose a location that is resdily accessible for checking and
replacing the filter. Allow at least 26 in. (660 mm) clearancs in
front of the unit for removal of the cartridge.

Install the media air ®er where the lemperature will nol
excaad the ratings in the Specifications.

Fasten The Cabinet To The Furnace

cabinet opening. Attach the cabinet sacurely to the fumace.
Aftach the unit directly or fit 8 starting collar in the fumacs
opening. Either drill holes and fasten with shestmaetal scraws
of rivets, or use slip joints, If you are drilling holes, use a
locking pliers to help hold the unit in place during driling.

Install Tuning Vanes

Install tuming vanes to help distribute air equally over the full
surface of the upstream sida of the media. Install them
whaenever an abrupt 80 degree elbow is installed directhy
against the media air cleanar cabinat.

Fasten Cabinet To Ductwork

Fastan side of cabinet to tha ductwork waing shest-metal
sorews, rivets, or slip joints, as appropriais.

Connect Ductwork

Connact the vertical duct section to the elbow. If the vertical
drop of tha duct is less than 7 in. (178 mm) fram the side of
the fumace, shoran the horlzontal trunk or attach an offsel
fitting to the elbow. See Fig. 12. When ductwork is property

aligned, connect the vertical duct to the horizontal trunk.

Seal Joints

Seal all joints in the retum air system between the media air
fitter and the fumace to prevent dust from entering the clean
airstoa,

Install Filter Cartridge

Slide the filter cartridge into tha cabinet, making sura the
arrow on the carfridge poinks in the direction of alr flow.

Replace sccess door, Insert the tab on the bottom of the door
into the slot in the cabinet. Swing the door closed and press #
inio placa.

Install RF AIRWATCH™ Indicator

The AIFRMWATCH indicator provides a sipnal whan the F200F
fifer neads replacing.
