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Frequently Asked Questions and Answers: Q: What should | do if | can't
open the router's management interface (192.168.11.1)?
If you are logging in via a wired connection:
® Make sure that your computer is set to "Automatically obtain an IP address
"and "Automatically obtain DNS server address"
o Make sure that you connect your computer to the LAN port of the router
If you are logging in via a wireless connection:
® Make sure that your device is connected to the wireless network of the router.
e Try closing and reopening your browser, clearing your browser cache, or
using a different browser
e Try using a different device to connect to the router. If it's a wired connection,
try using a different LAN cable
® Try to power cycle the router

Q: What should I do if | can't access the internet after setting up the router?

® Make sure that the network cable between your router and modem is connected
correctly according to the instructions in the "Hardware Connection" section

@ Make sure that the internet access method you chose in the "Set up the router”
section matches your actual network environment.

What should I do if my phone, tablet, or laptop cannot connect to the

wireless network?

® Make sure that your device's wireless function is in normal state.
For example, the wireless is turned on and can search for wireless signal.
® Make sure that the wireless router is set up correctly. Do not use Chinese
or special characters for wireless names.
® Make sure that the wireless name and password you entered are correct

(case sensitive).

How to restore the router to factory settings?
@ While the router is powered on, press and hold the "RESET" button on the
back panel of the router until the system indicator light flashes, then release

the button.

@ Note: Restoring the router to factory settings will erase all configuration
parameters, and you will need to reconfigure the router from scratch.
