Photo resolution can be set by the item. The photo quality is better if the size is lager.

1. In photo shooting mode. Press [Menu Key] to call out menu. Press [UP/Down Key] to
choose “Resolution” menu.

2. Press [OKKey] toenter sub menu.

3. Press [UP/Down Key] to choose the photo size that you need:2M/3M/5M/7M/8M/10M/
12M/16M/20M/22M. Press [OK Key] to save and back to photo size mode.

3.1.2 Photo quality settings
