Positioning the Speakers
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*Sub-woofer can go anywhere on the floor of the room
(there is no directional requirement for bass effect)

*FL and FR speakers should be in front of the listener facing
inward toward the center

1. Insert both satellite speaker cables into their respective output
sockets located at the rear of the sub-woofer. (FL : Front Left
Speaker, FR : Front Right Speaker)

2. For dimensional sound, insert audio cable into respective AUX
socket and connect to laptop, game console or mobile device.

3. Once you've connected the system in your preferred method,
insert the power plug into ~120V wall outlet and switch power to
ON.
