Heat causes wear and
tear on the motor. To help keep
heat levels down, when your
vehicle's battery power dies,
let the it cool at least 10
minutes before installing new
batteries.

+ If someone uses a CB nearby, it

might interfere with control of
the truck or boat. If this
happens, move the truck or
boat and transmitter away
from the CB.

* You cannot operate your truck

or boat near devices with
transmitters that use the same
frequency as the the truck and
boat (either 27 MHz or 49
MHz).

+ If the truck or boat moves

slowly, and you just installed
fresh batteries, check the
wheel mechanisms of the truck
or propeller mechanism of the
boat for lint, thread, hair or
dust.
