P Lighting Effects

Custom Lighting Editing

Press FN + ~ to activate custom backlighting, which supports only one set of custom memory lighting.
Custom Lighting Steps

Press FN + ~ to switch to custom lighting mode.Press FN + ~ again to start editing the lighting.

Press the keys you want to define; each press will change the keyboard lighting color.

After finishing the editing, press FN + ~ again to save the custom lighting.

Strip Indicator Lighting Effects

Wired Mode: Wired Mode: Press FN + Right CTRL to show charging effect: e= green flowing light while charging;

Pressing FN + S switches the keyboard to MAC mode. In this mode, the WIN and ALT keys are swapped, and FN + F1-F12 functions as function keys.

Press FN + A to switch back to Windows mode.
