Using Your Headphones

Powering Your Headphones On and OFF

1. Press and hold the power button in order to power on your headphones. If you have paired your
headphones to your Bluetooth device previously, they will automatically remain paired each time you power
on your headphones.

2. Press and hold the power button in order to power off your headphones.

Listening to Music
« Play/Pause Button : Press to play or pause a track.
NOTE: You can adjust volume and playback settings on your phone or connected audio device.

Using the Phone Function
« Answering a Call: Quickly press the Answer button to answer an incoming call.
« Ending a Call: Quickly press the Answer Call button to end a call.

Auxiliary Input Mode

To use your headphones with devices that are not Bluetooth enabled, plug one end of a standard
3.5mm audio cable into the Auxiliary Port on your headphones. Plug the other end into the
headphone jack on your audio device.
