When the headset is paired, double click the MFB key
and hold it for 3 seconds. Put the headset inin the ch
arging chamber, the headset will automatically shut

down and start charging. After removing the headset
It will start automatically, and the reset is completed.

2. The red light is always on when charging the headset,
and the blue light is always on when charging the
headset. The charging chamber is off.
