Multimedia function

1. For Win 95 or Win 98, just install the driver attachad with kevboard and mouse,
the driver can help vou with the multimedia function. You can also set the
multimedia kev for special function.

For Windows2000/Me/NT/XP, vou can achieve the function without driver.
. After installed the enclosed driver, the user is capable to change function of the
multimedia kevs, such as my computer, E-mail and Media, ete.
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Internet keys:

The F1-F12 keys have dual purposes. While the Internet browser is the top Window,
press F1-F12 key (except F3) will take vou to a pre-programmedd website. The F5 kev
is the “Refresh™ key, which refreshes the contents of vour web browser. While the
function keys have been organized into categories including Shopping, Finance,
Search, ete. for example, pushing the pre-programmed shopping key takes you to a
Shopping web sile.

[Important note: the Internet hotkeys are only enabled when the web browser is the
top and active window.

Customizing the Internet hotkeys,
Your Intemet keyboard offers many choices of web sites for each category. To
change the web site to which a function key will hyperlink:
1. Make sure the web browser is the top and active window (press the scroll lock
button to launch the browser, ifit is not open already. )
2. Press and hold down the function kev vou wish to configure for one second.
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The configuration menu will pop up:

Using the amrow kevs or vour mouse and select a web site from the list;
Press Enter or the left mouse button;

The function key is now programmed to vour preference;

Fn key is designed for the future kevboard: it doesn’t have any function of this
kevboard.

Special functions

Disable - select this option to disable a specific function key. For example, if vou
disable the F11 kev, you can continue using F11 to change the screen size when
using Internet Explorer. To re-enable the Internst feature, press and hold the key for
| second again.

Home - select this option to configure the scroll lock kev to aopen the default Home
Page.

Refresh - select this option to configure the Function keys to refresh the content in
the web browser. This function is pre-defined for the F5 kev.

Troubleshooting

Mouse or keyboard not detected

1. Make sure wou have installed the batteries correctly, Ref.: Install the

Mouse not detected:
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Make sure the batteries have enough power, recharge the mouse if needed.
Ref: Check battery power;

Far optimal performance, place the receiver at least 8 inches or 20cm away
from other electronic devices, such as monitor or external storage drives:
Shorten the distance between the mouse and receiver:

Change the channel, Ref. setting channel

Keep the mouse above 20cm away from kevboard to avoid the interference;

Keyboard missing-keys:
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Make sure whether the batteries are out of power or expired, Ref: Checking

Place the receiver at least & inches or 20 centimeters awav from other
electronic devices, such as the computer monitor or extemal storage drives.
Sharten the distance between kevboard and receiver

Mouse £ keyboard mistaken operation

Mistaken operation seldom happens, because the mousa&kevboard have their
own 1D code automatically after batteries installed, if vou find vour computer is
operated by others, please change the channel, Ref: Change communication code

and channel sefting.

Mouse and keyboard not detected when several sets work in the same office
This problem caused by electrical-frequency multiused, wou can avoid this
problem easily, try the following:

1. Shorten the distance between the raceiver and desktop.

2. Set different channel of different sets of desktop, Ref: channel setfing.

Keyboard batteries out of power in a short time of period

The kevboard adopted the latest power zaving technology, anly when the kev is
pressad the power consumption exists. To save power, please make sure there is
not any heavy display on the kevboard before leaving the desk.
