Charging the Device

Charging with the AC/DC adaptor

1. Connect the Micro-USB cable into the AC/DC adaptor.

2. Connect the Micro-USB cable to the Micro-USB port of the device.

3. Plug the AC/DC adaptor into a suitable power socket, and fully charge the device.

Charging with the Docking
1. Insert and lock the device in the docking slot.
2. Connect the power cable to the power connector of the docking.

3. Plug the power cable into a suitable power socket.

Powering the Device On and Off

Powering on the Device

Press and hold the Power key for 2 seconds to power on the device.
Powering off the Device

Press and hold the Power key for 2 seconds, and follow the screen instructions to power

off the device.

Suspending the Device

If the device is on, press the Power key once to suspend the device (i.e. entering sleep

mode), saving battery power.

To resume operation from sleep mode, press the Power key once.
