If not, please check the power connection and
make sure the power is well-connected.

Please wne the radio to vacant frequency.

3] TEREE R AR A B A R TR R - TR R
Please verify the frequency level [low, middle or high] for the vacant frequency and adjust “Frequency
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Level Switch™.
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Meanwhile, please rotate “ Frequency Swivel” slowly until “ Po™ sound appears to ensure correct
tuning and later the music will be transmitted from iPod.
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After correct tuning, it will be better to adjust the proper volume of iPod, then go to increase radio
volume for personal comfort.
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If inferior music quality or interference happens, please adjust + 2 frequency level.

Trouble Shooting:
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In order to enjoy better acoustic fidelity, please set your radio to some frequencies that is muck weaker

for music or vacant ones.
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While the music is on, if some hoarse voices happen from car speaker, please reduce the volume from

iPod unit first, then adjust radio volume to a betier level.
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If there is still no music after proper tuning, please make sure the music is playing from iPod unit
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If users cannot tuning the music transmitter in proper frequency, please check whether the “Frequency

Level Switch” are set at the right level.

The recommendable volume from iPod would be from level 5 to level 7.
