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SETTING UP

Connect the mains power lead into the socket on the back of the radio

(DC 9V) and plug the power adaptor into the mains power wall socket and
switch on.Fully extend the radio aerial in a vertical position to obtain the
maximum signal strength.To switch on the radio, rotate the ON/OFF knob
clockwise, the defaulted clock 00:00 will be displayed on the LCD , then long
press the MODE / STANDBY button to activate the unit.
