Charging Your Device

Initial Setup

1. Once your device is fully charged, press and hold the
Power button until you hear a prompt indicating the
device has entered Bluetooth® pairing mode.

2.0n your smartphone or tablet, search for the
Bluetooth® device named “BluescapeSpeaker”
and tap to connect.

3. A prompt will play once pairing is successful.

3. Press and hold the Mode button on the speaker that is
connected to your smartphone or tablet.

4.You will hear a sound prompt while the speakers are
pairing. The status light will illuminate on both speakers
once connected.
