BLUETOOTH® OPERATION

1. Please ensure that the Bluetooth function has been tumed on in the
settings of your Bluetooth enabled device.,

2. Turn the speaker on, the indicator light will flash to detect Bluetooth
enabled devices near you and will enter pairing mode. The indicator light
will go offif no Bluetooth devices are detected within 5 minutes.
3."GEMLINE SPKR" will appear on the Bluetooth device list, select
“GEMLINE SPKR" to establish pairing. If instructed to enter a PIN code,
please enter 0000,

4. When you want to play audio from another Bluetooth device, disconnect
the speaker from the original device and follow steps 1-3 to re-pair the
speaker with a new Bluetooth enabled device.

@Volume Up/ Next Track: Short press + button once to change music to
next track. Press and hold to increase volume.

®Volume Down/ Previous Track: Short press - button once to change
music to previous track. Press and hold to decrease volume.

@ Answer incoming call-Short press Hands Free Calling button.
@End call-Short press Hands Free Calling button.

®Redial last call- Press Power On/Off button twice.

@Reject incoming call: Press Power On/OIf button twice.

SD CARD PLAYING

Insert a SD card, the headphone wil play the music in the card
automatically.

Press Power On/Off button twice can be changed to Bluetooth mode.

CHARGING THE HEADPHONE

1.When the battery is low, please charge via the included USB cable. The
charging time is approximately 2.5 hours and provides up to 3.5 hours of
continuous operation. Standby time is approximately 72 hours.

2.The LED indicator light will be red during charging and will be no light
once itis fully charged.
