The BTW is a compact and portable wireless lavalier microphone. It 
features an omnidirectional microphone capsule, which delivers clear 
and intelligible sound. The BTW can work in tandem with third-party 
apps  for audio/video recording. It is compatible with both iOS and 
Android devices. With an operating range of up to 80m, the BTW is ideal 
for content creation, live streaming, interviews, online class, etc.

Turn on the Bluetooth of the last device connected, and then turn on the 

BTW, the connection between the device and the BTW with will be 

automatically established. 

3. Open a third-party audio or video app and start recording.

recommended.
