With HTC One facing up, the nano SIM slot is on the left side and the microSD slot on the right side.
There are trays inside the slots that are used for inserting your cards.

When inserting the eject tool into the tray eject holes to remove the card trays, make sure not to press on
the trays to avoid damaging the eject mechanism inside the slots.

Also, if you want to use a protective case, make sure to buy a case that's designed for HTC One and that
doesn't block the trays.
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HTC One uses a nano SIM card.

Use a storage card to store your photos, videos, and music. When you need to free up phone storage
space, you can also move certain apps to the storage card, if the apps support this feature.

\ The storage card is optional and sold separately.

F = Moving apps to the storage card doesn't back up the apps. If you do a factory reset, your phone loses
the apps. You'll need to reinstall them.

= When you remove the storage card and insert it in another phone, the apps on the storage card won't
be installed automatically to the other phone. You'll need to reinstall them.
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1. Hold the phone face up.

2. Insert the tip of the tray eject tool (or a small bent paperclip) into the tray eject hole next to the
microSD card slot.

3. Push the tip all the way into the hole until the microSD card tray ejects.

4. Pull the microSD card tray out, and place the microSD card (contacts facing down) into the tray.

When you need to remove the storage card while HTC One is on, unmount the storage card first to
prevent corrupting or damaging the files in the storage card.

1. Go to Settings, and then tap Storage.

2. Tap Unmount SD card.
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F Make sure to unmount your microSD card before removing it.

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Before you turn on and start using HTC One, it is recommended that you charge the battery.

F = [f the battery has been discharged for several days, you may need to charge HTC One for several
minutes before powering it on.

= Use only the adapter and the USB cable that came with HTC One to charge the battery. When the
battery power is too low, make sure to use the power adapter to charge, not the USB cable connection
with your computer.

1. Insert the small end of the USB cable into the USB connector.

2. Insert the other end of the USB cable into the power adapter.

3. Plug in the power adapter to an electrical outlet to start charging the battery.

\ = As a safety precaution, the battery may stop charging to avoid overheating.

= We recommend you check the temperature of the battery while you're charging. Also, avoid charging
the battery in hot environments.

= When you're using the Internet and charging the battery, HTC One may become warmer. This is
normal.

= To conserve energy, unplug the power adapter from the electrical outlet after you finish charging.

Press the POWER button until HTC One vibrates.

\ When you turn on HTC One for the first time, you’ll need to set it up.
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1. If the display is off, press the POWER button to turn it back on.
2. Press and hold the POWER button for a few seconds.

3. Tap Power off on the options menu.

When you switch on your new phone for the first time, you’ll be asked to set it up.

You can enable TalkBack to navigate by voice feedback before selecting the language. Press and hold
&  two fingers on the screen until you hear a message saying that accessibility mode is enabled.

Walk through the on-device setup to choose your Internet connection, sign in to your accounts, set up
your screen lock, and more.

There are different options you can choose to set up your new phone:

= If you have content from another phone that you want to transfer, whether it's from an Android™
or other phone, select Get content from old phone.

= Ifyou have a previous phone backup that you want to restore from your online storage, select
Restore from HTC Backup.

To make it easier for you to back up and restore content from HTC One to another HTC phone in the
future, select Back up phone daily.

\ Some features that need to connect to the Internet such as location-based services and auto-sync of
your online accounts may incur extra data fees. To avoid incurring data fees, disable these features
under Settings. For more information on location services, see Turning location services on or off on
page 155.

If you used HTC Backup before, you can restore your backup to HTC One when you turn the phone on
for the first time or after a factory reset.

F Depending on the amount of content, restoring your backup to your phone through your data
connection may incur additional data costs and take a long time. Using a Wi-Fi® connection is
recommended.

1. When you're asked whether you have a Google® Account, sign in to your account.
2. Use your mobile data or Wi-Fi connection to connect your phone to the Internet.

3. If youused your Google login credentials as your HTC Account and your backup is in
Google Drive™, tap Sign in with Google.

If not, tap Remind me later, go to the Transfer or restore screen, and select Restore from HTC
Backup.

4. Follow the onscreen instructions to restore your backup and to continue setting up your phone.

5. Slide open the Notifications panel to check if there's any notification to finish setting up your
phone.

Free apps from Google Play™ will be restored in the background, and you can track the progress via a
notification in the status bar. To restore paid apps, you need to download and install them from
Google Play.

Your apps will appear on the Apps screen as they are installed. The Apps and Home screen shortcuts will
be reorganized as in your backup after all of your apps have been installed. You may continue using
HTC One while apps are being restored.

On your old Android phone, download the HTC Transfer Tool and use it to transfer your content to your
new HTC phone. The types of locally stored content on your old phone that the tool can transfer include
contacts, messages, calendar events, web bookmarks, music, photos, and videos. Some settings can also

be transferred.

F = You need Android version 2.2 or later to use the HTC Transfer Tool on your old phone.

= If your old phone has Android version 2.1 or an earlier version, you need to use Bluetooth® transfer.
For details, see Transferring contacts from your old phone through Bluetooth on page 20.

1. Ifyou're setting up your new HTC phone for the first time, select Get content from old phone.
Or go to Settings, and then tap Get content from another phone.

2. Choose whether to transfer from an old HTC Android phone or other Android phone.

3. Tap Full transfer, and then tap Next.

4. Follow the steps shown on your new phone to download the HTC Transfer Tool from Google Play
to your old phone, install it, and open the tool.

5. When you see a PIN on your old phone, make sure the same PIN also appears on your new phone

before you continue.

If the PIN code doesn't appear, this may mean that your old phone is unable to connect to your new
phone. If this happens, try another transfer method.

6. On your old phone, choose the types of content you want to transfer, and then tap Start or Transfer.
7. Wait for the transfer to finish.

8. Tap Done on both phones.
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If you have an iPhone, it's fast and easy to transfer your contacts, messages, and other content when you
use HTC Sync Manager.

To find out how, see Transferring iPhone content and apps to your HTC phone on page 133.

If you only need to migrate your contacts, you can also use Bluetooth transfer. For details, see
Transferring contacts from your old phone through Bluetooth on page 20.

Use Bluetooth to transfer contacts from an iPhone, a phone that has Android version 2.1 (or earlier
version), or other types of phones. Depending on the capabilities of your old phone, you may be able to
transfer not only contacts but also other data such as calendar events and text messages to your new HTC
phone.

@ Use HTC Sync Manager to transfer more types of content from an iPhone.

1. If you're setting up your new HTC phone for the first time, select Get content from old phone.
Or go to Settings, and then tap Get content from another phone.

2. Choose whether to transfer from an Android phone, iPhone, or other phone types. If you chose to
transfer from an Android phone, tap Quick transfer.

3. On your old phone, turn Bluetooth on.

4. Follow the onscreen instructions on your old and new phones to pair them and start the data
transfer.

There are different ways you can individually add contacts and other content to HTC One.

Sync with your Use HTC Sync Manager to sync contacts, documents, playlists, and more
computer between HTC One and your computer running a Windows® or Mac OS
operating system.

You can also use it to transfer your iTunes backup that contains contacts,
messages, and other content from an iPhone from your computer to HTC One.

Google Account Google contacts are imported to HTC One after you sign in to your Google
Account. You can also create more Google contacts right from HTC One.

Social network Log in to your favorite social networks to sync contact information from them.
accounts

Microsoft® Exchange HTC One syncs your work contacts from the Microsoft Exchange ActiveSync
ActiveSync® Server in your workplace.
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Phone contacts You can create contacts locally on HTC One, if you don't prefer to store them
on your online accounts.

nano SIM card Copy all your nano SIM contacts to HTC One.

There are two ways you can transfer your media from or to your computer.

= Connect HTC One to your computer. Your computer will recognize it just like any removable
USB drive, and you can copy your media between them.

=  Download and use the HTC Sync Manager software on your computer. You can set it up to
automatically get music, photos, and videos off HTC One to your computer. You can also sync
playlists from your computer to the phone.

If you have an iPhone, you can even connect it and transfer camera roll photos to your computer.
Then reconnect HTC One and copy them over.

After you've turned on and set up HTC One for the first time, you'll see HTC BlinkFeed.

= Customize HTC BlinkFeed to show posts from your social networks, headlines from your favorite
news media, and more. For details, see Your dynamic Home screen on page 50.

=  Swipe left and you’ll discover widget panels for adding your favorite widgets, apps, and more so
they’re just a tap away. If you need more room for your stuff, you can add more panels. For
details, see Personalizing on page 54.

= You can change the apps on the launch bar at the bottom of the Home screen. See Launch bar on
page 55.

@ While you're in another screen or app, press Q) to return to the last Home screen you visited.

In the Quick Settings panel, easily turn settings such as Wi-Fi and Bluetooth on or off.

1. Do any of the following:

=  With two fingers, swipe down from the status bar.

= Swipe down twice from the status bar.
2. To turn a setting on or off, just tap its tile.

3. To change the options for a setting, press and hold its tile. Or tap ***.
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You can remove, replace, or rearrange the tiles in Quick Settings.

1. With two fingers, swipe down from the status bar to open Quick Settings.
2. Tap E:/ and do one of the following:

= In the Quick Settings list, press and hold = next to the item you want to move and drag it to
rearrange the list.

= Under Hidden items, press and hold = and drag it up to make it available in Quick Settings.

There is a limit to the number of tiles that can be shown in Quick Settings. You may need to remove an
existing item to make space for another one. To remove an item, drag it below Hidden items.

Want to change the ringtone, set up a Wi-Fi connection, or add your accounts? Do this and more in
Settings.

1. Open Settings either from the Quick Settings panel or the Apps screen.

= Swipe down from the status bar, and then tap @

* From the Home screen, tap 2 to switch to the Apps screen, and then tap Settings.
2. Here are some of the basic settings you can change:

= Tap the On/Off switch next to an item such as Wi-Fi to turn it on or off. Tap the item itself to
configure its settings.

» Tap Sound & notification to set a ringtone, choose a sound profile, and configure incoming
call sound settings.

= Tap Personalize to change the wallpaper, add apps and widgets to the Home screen, and
more.

= Tap Accounts & sync to add and sign in to your different accounts, such as email, social
networks, and more.

= Tap Security to help secure HTC One, for example with a screen lock.

\ Tap Q in Settings to quickly find options and settings.
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HTC One can check and notify you if there’s a new update available. You can also choose to
automatically download updates or manually check if there's an available update.

Before installing a system software update, you can check first what Android and HTC Sense™ versions
you have on your phone.

1. Go to Settings, and then tap About.

2. Tap Software information.

You can choose to automatically download and install software updates for HTC or mobile operator apps.

1. Go to Settings, and then tap About.

2. Tap Software updates.

3. To save on data usage, you can choose to update through Wi-Fi only.

4. Choose whether to auto-download system updates, app updates, or both.

App updates are installed automatically. You'll still need to confirm when to install system
software updates.

When Internet connection is on and there's a new software update available, the update notification icon
@ appears in the status bar.

1. Slide the Notifications panel open, and then tap the system update notification.

2. If you don't want to download the update using your data connection, select Update over Wi-Fi
only.

3. Tap Download.

4. When download is complete, select Install now, and then tap OK.

After updating, HTC One will restart.

When Internet connection is on and there's an available update for your HTC or mobile operator apps, the
update notification icon @ appears in the status bar.

1. Slide the Notifications panel open, and then tap the update notification.
The Updates screen opens with the list of application updates to be installed.
2. Tap an item to view its details, and then tap O .

3. When you're done reviewing the updates, tap Install. You'll be asked to restart HTC One if needed.
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Some HTC apps and third-party apps get updated with improvements and bug fixes through Google Play.
You can manually update apps or set your phone to automatically download and install app updates when
available.

1. Open the Play Store app.
2. Tap = to open the slideout menu.
3. Tap My apps.
You'll see a list of apps installed on your phone.
4. Under Updates, tap an app.
5. Tap Update.

6. Tap Accept.

In Play Store, tap = > Settings > Auto-update apps to choose how you want Google Play to update
your apps.

1. Go to Settings, and then tap About.

2. Tap Software updates. HTC One checks if updates are available.

If you don't have Internet connection, you'll be prompted to turn on mobile data or connect to a Wi-Fi
network. Once connected, tap Check now to check for updates.
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Google Play is the place to go to find new apps for HTC One. Choose from a wide variety of free and paid
apps ranging from productivity apps, entertainment, to games.

\ * A Google Wallet™ payment service is required to purchase a paid app. You will be asked to confirm
method of payment when you purchase an app.

= The name of the Play Store app may differ depending on your region.

= The ability to purchase apps varies by region.

When you install apps and use them on HTC One, they may require access to your personal information
or access to certain functions or settings. Download and install only apps that you trust.

F Be cautious when downloading apps that have access to functions or a significant amount of your data
on HTC One. You’re responsible for the results of using downloaded apps.

1. Open the Play Store app.

2. Browse or search for an app.

3. When you find the app that you like, tap it and read its description and user reviews.

4. To download or purchase the app, tap Install (for free apps) or the price button (for paid apps).

5. Tap Accept.

Apps sometimes get updated with improvements or bug fixes. To automatically download updates,

To open the app, go to the Apps screen and tap the app.

Upgraded to a new phone, replaced a lost one, or performed a factory reset? Restore apps that you

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You can download apps directly from websites.

F = Apps downloaded from websites can be from unknown sources. To help protect HTC One and your
personal data, we strongly recommend that you only download from websites you trust.

= Before you can install the downloaded app, make sure that you've set HTC One to allow installation
of third-party apps in Settings > Security > Unknown sources.

1. Open the browser, and then go to the website where you can download the app you want.

2. Follow the website's download instructions for the app.

After installing the app, make sure to go back to Settings > Security and clear the Unknown sources
option.

If you no longer need an app that you've downloaded and installed, you can uninstall it.
F Most of the preloaded apps cannot be uninstalled.

From the Apps screen, press and hold the app you want to remove, and then drag it to Uninstall.

If you purchased an app in Play Store, you can uninstall it for a refund within a limited time. To know
more about the refund policy for paid apps, refer to the Google Play help.

Sleep mode saves battery power by putting HTC One into a low power state while the display is off. It
also stops accidental button presses when HTC One is in your bag.

Switching to Sleep mode
To turn off the display and switch to Sleep mode, you can:

* Briefly press the POWER button.

= Double-tap the lock screen.

HTC One also automatically goes into Sleep mode when it’s left idle for a while. You can change the time
before HTC One sleeps by setting the screen timeout.

If you see buttons while viewing an app's battery use details, you can tap them to adjust settings that
& affect battery usage, stop the app, and more.
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Check how long you've been using HTC One since the last charge. You can also see a chart that shows
how long the screen has been on, and how long you've been using connections like the mobile network or
Wi-Fi.

3. Ifyou've used HTC One for a long time since the last charge, swipe left or right to scale the graph
that details battery usage over time.

You can also slide two fingers together or apart to scale the graph.

Power saver mode helps to increase battery life. It reduces the usage of phone features that drain the
battery such as the display and data connection.

1. Go to Settings, and then tap Power.
2. Tap the Power saver On/Off switch to turn power saver mode on or off.

If you want to choose which phone features to conserve power for, tap Power saver.

If power saver mode's Data connection option is selected, HTC One automatically disconnects from
the mobile network after 15 minutes when the screen is off and the data connection is idle (no
download activity, streaming, or data usage). It reconnects and then disconnects periodically when the
data connection is idle to save battery power.

Keep in mind though that the Sleep mode option for the data connection in Settings > Power, when
enabled, overrides power saver mode.

In times when you don't need to use much of your phone, turn Extreme power saving mode on to extend
battery life longer. In this mode, standby time can last longer than usual, and you can only use the most
basic functions such as phone calls, text messaging, and email.

1. Go to Settings, and then tap Power.
2. Tap the Extreme power saving mode On/Off switch to turn extreme power saving mode on or off.

If you want to set when to automatically switch this mode on, tap Extreme power saving mode and
select a battery level.

How long the battery can last before it needs recharging depends on how you use HTC One. HTC One
power management helps to increase battery life.

If you like more control by tweaking settings on your own, try out some of these battery saving tips.
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Check your battery usage

Monitoring your battery usage helps you identify what's using the most power so you can choose what to

do about it. For details, see Checking battery usage on page 44.

Manage your connections

Turn off wireless connections such as mobile data, Wi-Fi, or Bluetooth when not in use.

Turn GPS on only when a precise location is needed, such as while using navigation or location-
based apps. See Turning location services on or off on page 155.

If the Sleep mode option in Settings > Power is enabled, at low peak times, your phone will turn
off the data connection after the screen has been off for 15 minutes and there's no network activity
(no downloads, streaming, or data usage). The data connection resumes when you switch the
screen back on.

Turn on Airplane mode when you don't need any wireless connections and you don't want to
receive calls or messages.

Manage your display

Lowering the brightness, letting the display sleep when not in use, and keeping it simple helps save

battery power.

Use automatic brightness (the default), or manually lower the brightness.
Set the screen timeout to a shorter time.

Don't use a live wallpaper for your Home screen. Animation effects are nice to show off to other
people but they drain your battery.

Changing your wallpaper to a plain, black background can also help a little. The less color is
displayed, the less battery is used.

For more details, see Settings and security on page 179 and Personalizing on page 54.

Manage your apps

Install the latest software and application updates. Updates sometimes include battery performance
improvements.

Uninstall or disable apps that you never use.

Many apps run processes or sync data in the background even when you're not using them. If there
are apps that you don't need anymore, uninstall them.

If an app came preloaded and can't be uninstalled, disabling the app can still prevent it from
continuously running or syncing data. See Disabling an app on page 183.

Limit background data and sync

Background data and sync can use a lot of battery power if you have many apps syncing data in the

background. It’s recommended not to let apps sync data too often. Determine which apps can be set with

longer sync times, or sync manually.

= In Settings, tap Accounts & sync and check what types of data are being synced in your online
accounts. When the battery is starting to run low, temporarily disable syncing some data.

= If you have many email accounts, consider prolonging the sync time of some accounts.

In the Mail app, select an account, tap : > Settings > Sync, Send & Receive, and then adjust the
settings under Sync schedule.

=  When you’re not traveling from one place to another, sync weather updates of only your current
location, rather than in all of your named cities. Open the Weather app, and then tap % to edit and
remove unneeded cities.

= Choose widgets wisely.

Some widgets constantly sync data. Consider removing the ones that are not important from your
Home screen.

* In Play Store, tap = > Settings, and then clear Add icon to Home screen to avoid automatically
adding Home screen app shortcuts whenever you've installed new apps. Also tap Auto-update apps
> Do not auto-update apps if you're fine with updating apps from Play Store manually.

Other tips
To squeeze in a little bit more battery power, try these tips:
= Tone down the ringtone and media volume.

* Minimize the use of vibration or sound feedback. In Settings, tap Sound & notification and choose
which ones you don't need and can disable.

= Check your apps’ settings as you may find more options to optimize the battery.

If you bought the HTC Dot View™ case designed for HTC One, use its app to personalize what's seen
through the case.

To use the app, tap ii >HTC Dot View.

\ The HTC Dot View app is available in Google Play. Make sure to install the latest app update.

= Ifthere are parts of the image that are in shadows and others are in highlights, use HDR to capture
multiple shots of different exposures and combine them into one shot. Keep HTC One steady or
place it on a level surface when using HDR.

»  When taking a panoramic photo, consider the whole scene and focus on an object that has a neutral
tone to help keep the exposure balanced in the composite image.

= Ifyour subject is lit from the back, use Backlight scene to highlight the foreground and keep some
details of the background.

= In Camera settings, tap Grid to help frame the subject better or improve the composition.

= If taking photos under fluorescent or incandescent bulbs and the subject appears to be off-color,
tap AWB | and then choose a white balance setting. Check the image on the Viewfinder and select
the option that displays the closest color to the natural color of the subject.

@ On the Account settings screen, you can also change the sync settings for an account.

Remove accounts from HTC One if you no longer use them. Removing an account does not remove
accounts and information from the online service itself.

Worried that you might lose important stuff on HTC One? Back up HTC One before you erase the
storage, do a factory reset, or upgrade to a new phone.

HTC Backup

Use the built-in HTC Backup to back up your accounts, settings, contacts stored on your phone, text
messages, and more to the cloud so that it will be easier to restore them on HTC One (after a factory reset)
or newer phone.

HTC Sync Manager

Use HTC Sync Manager to import music, photos, and videos from HTC One to your computer. You can
also sync locally stored contacts, calendar events, bookmarks, and playlists between HTC One and your
computer.

Likewise, HTC Sync Manager is a good alternative if you don't want to back up your accounts, settings,
and other personal content to the cloud. You can use it to create backups of HTC One on your computer.

Other backup options
If you want, you can separately back up your data or files.

Some apps allow you to back up data to the phone storage or storage card so you can easily restore them
after a factory reset. Just make sure not to erase the phone storage or storage card when you do a factory
reset.

F = Moving apps to the storage card doesn't back up the apps. If you do a factory reset, your phone loses
the apps. You'll need to reinstall them.

= When you remove the storage card and insert it in another phone, the apps on the storage card won't
be installed automatically to the other phone. You'll need to reinstall them.
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Messages Back up your text messages to the phone storage or storage card, or save them as an email
attachment.

Contacts = Save contacts and other personal data to your online accounts so you can just sync them
when switching to another phone.

= [fyou have locally stored contacts in the People app, export them to the phone storage or
storage card.

Files Manually copy and paste files by connecting HTC One to your computer as a disk drive.

Other data = If you added new words to your personal dictionary in the onscreen keyboard, back up the
dictionary to the storage card or save it as an email attachment.

= Check the other apps to see if they support exporting data to the storage.

Save the time and frustration of re-creating your personalized HTC One experience when you do a factory
reset or buy another phone. On HTC One, use HTC Backup to do a daily backup to the cloud so you can
easily restore your content and settings next time.

HTC Backup uses your Google Drive or Dropbox storage to keep your content and settings. It can back
up and restore the following:

Personalization These include your feed sources in HTC BlinkFeed, widgets, wallpaper, Home
settings screen layout, and ringtones.

Accounts and HTC Backup stores the login credentials for many popular email and social
passwords network accounts, such as Exchange ActiveSync, Outlook.com, and POP/IMAP.
Apps and settings These include your contacts stored on HTC One, text messages, call history, web

bookmarks, personal dictionary, Wi-Fi networks, free apps you've installed, grid
size and sort order on the Apps screen, and more. The backup can also include
your TV remotes and viewing preferences.

Backing up HTC One to Google Drive

Turn on HTC Backup to do a daily backup of your phone over Wi-Fi. Turn it on by selecting Back up
phone daily while doing the on-device setup. If you didn't do so, use the HTC Backup app.

Depending on the amount of content, doing a manual backup through data connection may incur
additional data costs and take a long time. Using a Wi-Fi connection is recommended.

1. Open the HTC Backup app.

2. Tap Turn on automatic backup.

3. Make sure Back up phone daily is selected, and then tap Next.

4. Sign in with your Google Account, HTC Account, or Facebook account.

5. On the Cloud storage screen, tap the Google Drive option, and then tap OK.
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6. If prompted, sign in to your Google Account to access your Google Drive.

7. To do a daily backup, make sure the Automatic backup switch is on. You can also tap Back up
now to manually back up your phone anytime.

You'll see the most recent backup date and time under Backup history.

Restoring your backup to HTC One from Google Drive

If you backed up your phone to your online storage before, you can restore your backup to HTC One, or
to a new HTC phone.

F = Depending on the amount of content, restoring your backup to your phone through your data

connection may incur additional data costs and take a long time. Using a Wi-Fi connection is

recommended.

= To restore paid apps, you need to download and install them from Google Play.

1. When you turn on a new HTC phone for the first time or after a factory reset, select Restore from
HTC Backup on the Transfer or restore screen.

2. Make sure to sign in using the same account that you used to back up your phone before. Your
backup history will then be displayed.

3. Select a backup, and then tap Next.

4. If you used your HTC Account or Facebook account to backup your phone, sign in to your Google
Account to access your Google Drive.

5. Follow the onscreen instructions to restore your backup and to continue setting up your phone.

6. Slide open the Notifications panel to check if there's any notification to finish setting up your
phone.

Free apps from Google Play will be restored in the background, and you can track the progress via a
notification in the status bar.

The Apps and Home screen shortcuts will be reorganized as in your backup after all of your apps have
been installed. You may continue using your phone while apps are being restored.

You can also open the HTC Backup app, and then tap Restore from backup. Just make sure that you've
already signed in to the same account that you used to back up your phone before.

Restoring a backup will overwrite the current data and settings on HTC One.
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Switching from your previous online storage to Google Drive

After you've restored a saved backup from your Dropbox storage to HTC One, remember to
change your backup storage and use Google Drive from now on.

1. Open the HTC Backup app.

2. Tap Change backup settings.

3. Tap : > Select storage service.

4. Select Google Drive, and then tap OK.

5. Sign in to your Google Account, if you haven't done so.

If you want to separately back up your content such as contacts and text messages on HTC One, here are
some tips on how to export or import your data.

With HTC Sync Manager, easily transfer iPhone content such as contacts, messages, wallpaper, camera
photos, and more to your HTC phone. If you're using an HTC phone that has HTC Sense 6, HTC Sync
Manager also enables your phone to find and install the same apps that you were using on your iPhone.

F You need to use iTunes 9.0 or later to back up your iPhone content first to your computer.

If HTC One is running slower than normal, is unresponsive, or has an app that is not performing properly,
try rebooting and see if that helps solve the problem.

1. If the display is off, press the POWER button to turn it back on.
2. Press and hold the POWER button, and then tap Restart.

3. When asked to confirm, tap Restart.

HTC One not responding?

If HTC One does not respond when you touch the screen or press the buttons, you can still

restart it.

Press and hold the POWER and VOLUME UP buttons for at least 10 seconds. HTC One then

restarts.

If HTC One has a persistent problem that cannot be solved, you can perform a factory reset (also called a
hard reset or master reset). A factory reset reverts the phone back to its initial state — the state before you

turned on the phone for the first time.

FI Factory reset will remove all data on your phone storage, including apps you've downloaded and
installed, your accounts, your files, as well as system and app data and settings. Be sure to back up any
data and files you want to keep before you do a factory reset.

\ A factory reset may not permanently erase all data from your phone, including personal information.
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Performing a factory reset from settings

1. Go to Settings, and then tap Backup & reset.
2. Tap Reset phone.
To also delete media and other data from your storage card, select Erase SD card.

3. Tap OK.

Performing a factory reset using hardware buttons

If you can’t turn HTC One on or access settings, you can still perform a factory reset by using the
hardware buttons on HTC One.

5. Tap P to send.

1. In the Gmail inbox, tap the email message or conversation.

2. To reply to the sender, tap & . Or, tap f and choose whether to Reply all or Forward.
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3. Do one of the following:

= Ifyou're replying to the sender or you selected Reply all, enter your reply message.

= Ifyou selected Forward, specify the message recipients.

Tap Respond inline if you want to interleave your new message with the received email. But this
&  removes any attachments or formatting in the original email message.

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3. Tap © to turn Compass mode on. In Compass mode, the map orients itself depending on the
direction you're facing. To exit Compass mode, tap G.

4. If you want to see more information overlaid on the map, tap =, and then tap a map view such as
Traffic or Public transit to toggle the view on and off.

Navigating the map

You can navigate the map using finger gestures.

= Slide your finger in any direction to pan.

To zoom in while holding the phone with one hand, double-tap with your thumb and hold the
second tap, and then drag your thumb down.

= Press and hold an area with two fingers and then swipe up to see an angled view of the map. Swipe
down to return to overhead view.

Use Google Maps to search for a location, such as an address or a type of business or establishment (for
example, museums).

2. Tap the search box and then enter the place you want to search for.

3. Tap the Enter key on the keyboard or tap a suggested search item. If there is only one search result,
it will be marked with a place marker Y .

Swipe up
from the bottom to see all of the search results.

6. Tap a card from the search results to check the address, get directions, see the location in Street
View (if available), and more.

7. To check the next or previous location on the search, swipe the info sheet left or right.

To clear the map and search for another location, swipe the info sheet down (if it's expanded), and then

tap X .

Get detailed directions to your destination. Google Maps provides travel directions by car, public transit,
bike, or foot.

1. Open the Maps app.
2. Tap @ .
3. Choose how you want to get to your destination.

4. Use your current location as starting point, or tap Your location to enter your starting point or
select a location from your search history.
5. Tap Choose destination, and then enter or select your destination.

3. Swipe to the Hourly and Forecast tabs to view the forecast in your selected location.

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Turning your data connection off saves battery life and money on data charges.

F You need a 4G/LTE plan to use your operator's 4G/LTE network for voice calls and data services.
Check with your operator for details.

1. With two fingers, swipe down from the status bar to open Quick Settings.

2. Tap the Mobile data tile to turn the data connection on and off.

\ If you don’t have the data connection turned on and you’re also not connected to a Wi-Fi network, you
won’t receive automatic updates to your email, social network accounts, and other synced information.

If you're on a limited data allowance, it's important to keep track of the activities and apps that usually
send and receive data, such as browsing the web, syncing online accounts, and sending email or sharing
status updates.

Here are some other examples:
= Streaming web videos and music
» Playing online games
= Downloading apps, maps, and files
= Refreshing apps to update info and feeds
= Uploading and backing up your files to your online storage account
= Using HTC One as a Wi-Fi hotspot

To help you save on data usage, connect to a Wi-Fi network whenever possible and set your online
accounts and emails to sync less frequently.
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Connect to your mobile operator’s partner networks and access data services when you’re out of your
mobile operator’s coverage area.

Using data services while roaming may be costly. Check with your mobile operator for data roaming
rates before you use data roaming.

1. With two fingers, swipe down from the status bar to open Quick Settings.
2. If Mobile data is off, tap the Mobile data tile to turn it on.
3. Tap "==. The Mobile network settings screen opens.

4. Select or clear the Data roaming option.

Select the Data roaming sound option if you’d like HTC One to play a sound so you’ll know when it’s
connecting to a roaming network.

Monitor your data usage to help prevent going over your monthly data allowance.

\ Data usage measured by HTC One may differ from, and be less than, your actual data usage.

If you're connecting HTC One to another portable Wi-Fi hotspot, tap £ > Mobile hotspots to restrict
&  background data from downloading that may incur extra data fees.

3. On the Mobile tab, drag the vertical line markers to see how much data you've used during a
particular time interval.

To use Wi-Fi, you need access to a wireless access point or “hotspot”.

The availability and strength of a Wi-Fi signal varies depending on objects the Wi-Fi signal has to pass
through (such as buildings or a wall between rooms).

2. Tap the Wi-Fi tile to turn Wi-Fi on.
3. Tap === to see a list of detected wireless networks.

@ » To manually scan for Wi-Fi networks, tap £ > Scan.

= [f the wireless network that you want is not listed, tap f > Add network to manually add it.

1. Turn Wi-Fi on, and check the list of detected Wi-Fi networks.
See Turning Wi-Fi on on page 168.
2. Tap a Wi-Fi network you want to connect to.
3. [Ifyou selected a secured network, enter the network key or password.

4. Tap Connect. You'll see the Wi-Fi icon A in the status bar when connected.

You can prevent getting notified about unsecured Wi-Fi networks.

1. Turn Wi-Fi on, and check the list of detected Wi-Fi networks.
See Turning Wi-Fi on on page 168.

2. Press and hold an unsecured Wi-Fi network you want to stop being notified about, and tap Block
network notification.

3. To unblock an unsecured Wi-Fi network, press and hold the network name and tap Unblock
network notification.
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If you're using a Wi-Fi router with Wi-Fi Protected Setup (WPS), you can connect HTC One easily.

1. Turn Wi-Fi on, and check the list of detected Wi-Fi networks.

2. If Wi-Fi connection is off, tap the Wi-Fi tile to turn it on.

4. Tap f > Advanced.

5. Under WISPr settings, select Auto login and then tap WISPr account settings > Add a new
account.

6. Enter the service provider name, your login name (the full domain name), and password.
7. Tap E > Save

8. Connect to the public Wi-Fi network.

@ = [f you have access to several public Wi-Fi networks, you can add up to five sets of login credentials to
the WISPr accounts list.

= In the WISPr accounts list, press and hold an account to remove or edit it.

Add virtual private networks (VPNs) so you can connect and access resources inside a local network, such
as your corporate network.

Before you can connect to your organization's local network, you may be asked to:
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= Install security certificates
= Enter your login credentials
= Download and install a required VPN app on HTC One

Contact your network administrator for details. Also, HTC One must first establish a Wi-Fi or data
connection before you can start a VPN connection.

You must first set a lock screen PIN or password before you can use credential storage and set up the
VPN.

1. Go to Settings, and then under Wireless & networks, tap More.
2. Tap VPN > > Add VPN profile.

3. Enter the VPN settings and set them up according to the security details your network
administrator gave you.

4. Tap Save.

1. Go to Settings, and then under Wireless & networks, tap More.
2. Tap VPN.
3. Tap the VPN that you want to connect to.

4. Enter your log in credentials, and then tap Connect. When you’re connected, the VPN connected
icon @ appears in the notification area of the status bar.

You can then open the web browser to access resources such as your corporate network intranet.

1. Slide the Notifications panel open.

2. Tap the VPN notification, and then tap Disconnect.
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Share your data connection with other devices by turning HTC One into a Wi-Fi hotspot.

F = Make sure the data connection is turned on.

= You must have an approved data plan associated with your account from your mobile service provider
to use this service. Devices connected to your Wi-Fi hotspot use data from your subscribed data plan.

1. Open the Settings app.
2. Under Wireless & Networks, tap More.
3. Tap Mobile network sharing > Portable Wi-Fi hotspot.
The first time you turn on the Wi-Fi hotspot, you'll need to set it up.
4. Enter a hotspot name or use the default.
5. Enter a password or use the default.

The password is the key other people need to enter on their device so they can connect and use
HTC One as a wireless router.

6. To help make your Wi-Fi hotspot more secure, tap i > Advanced.
Choose from the available settings, and then press O .

7. Tap the Portable Wi-Fi Hotspot On/Off switch to turn it on.

HTC One is ready to be used as a Wi-Fi hotspot when you see () on the status bar.

F To help minimize security risks, use the default security settings and set a strong and unique password.
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No Internet connection available for your computer? No problem. Use the data connection of HTC One to

connect to the Internet.

F = To make sure that the USB drivers for HTC One are up-to-date, install the latest version of HTC Sync
Manager on your computer.

Calendar events that have Do not disturb enabled will also be listed on the Do not disturb schedule
screen.
