Speaker
o It will take 5 hours to fully charge MPD523.

o Playtime will be around 6-7 hours with lights off.

e With the dancing lights on the whole time, playtime will be 4-5 hours.

e The speaker should be situated away from heat sources such as

radiators, and not exposed to moist air or water.

e Place the unit on a stable surface, to prevent it from being fall down.

eThe speaker should be connected to a power supply only of the type

described in the operating instructions.

eThe user should not attempt to repair the speaker, if you are not
professional.

eDisconnect the power cable from the outlet & switch off before
cleaning the unit.Only use soft cloth, no harsh abrasives or chemicals

to clean, as it will damage the surface finishing.

e The power cable of the speaker should be unplugged from the outlet

and Power switch should be off when left unused for a long period of

time.
