3 Basic Operations

3.1 Boot

Press the power button for 3-5 seconds.

If there is no response, the device might need to be charged.

3.2 Shutdown

Method 1:
@ Press and hold the power button for 4 seconds to force shut down.

Method 2:
@ Click “Start button” in Windows interface. Then click on “power button” icon, and choose “Shut Down”.

3.3 Standby

3.5 Get online

To connect to a Wi-Fi network in Windows, select the Network icon ( @ ) on the task bar.
