5.1 Screen Resolution Setting

The S101TG's 1920 x 1200 high-resolution display is perfect for viewing images, videos, or other
applications. However, when the device is used alone or connected to other device, the Windows user
interface (icons, buttons, and other elements) may be too small to read and operate at the default
Windows settings. For optimal viewing, it is recommended to change the display setting of the device.
