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1.Bluetooth Connection

1.1 Turn on the power button in the default Bluetooth
mode.

1.2 Turn on Bluetooth on your mobile phone.

1.3 Search for the "SI-BS-104" model and connect

This will cause one of
the two devices to fall to connect via Bluetooth.

(C) If Bluetooth paring fails, delete other Bluetooth
devices in the connection list, restart speaker and try
again.

(D) The disconnection of Bluetooth is not immediate
and will take a new seconds delay fo fully
disconnect from the smart phone.

Troubleshooting

1. No power: Recharge your speaker using the
included USB Type C charging cable. Try using a
different cable.

2. Music is not playing over Bluetooth: Make sure your
Bluetooth device has A2DP profile. Check if both
devices are paired and connected over Bluetooth.
Restart the speaker to reconnect our Bluetooth
device.

3. Bluetooth device will not reconnect with the

speaker: Navigate to your Bluetooth settings menu
on your Bluetooth device, tap “SI-BS-103” and select
“Forget”. Now follow the steps to pair your device
again.
