2 Know Your Phone

2.1 Keys and Parts

Important keys and parts are listed here for you to use the phone better.

2.2 Insert SIM Card
The M202 is a Dual SIM mobile phone allowing you to use two SIM Cards.

1. Switch off the mobile phone and remove the rear cover and battery.
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2.2 Insert SIM Card
1. Insert the SIM card correctly in the SIM slot(s).

2. Finally, insert the battery and replace the rear cover of the mobile
phone.

2.3 Insert Memory Card
1. Switch off the phone and remove the rear cover and the battery.
2. Insert the memory card into the slot.
3. Finally, insert the battery and the rear cover of the mobile phone.

Note: Use only compatible memory cards approved by M202.
Incompatible cards may damage the slot or corrupt the data stored in the
card.

3 Basic Operations

3.1 Switch Phone ON/OFF

To switch ON/OFF your phone, press and hold the End key for a few
seconds.
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3.2 Unlock the phone

If you do not use the phone for a while, the screen is replaced with a
locked screen.

1. Press any key to activate the screen.

2. Press Left key, and then press * key.

3.3 Make a call

You can make a call in the following ways:

m Enter the desired number in standby mode and press the
Call key to make the call.

B Go to Menu > Phonebook and then select and dial the
desired number.

B Just press the Call key to dial the contacts listed in Call
logs.

B You can also dial a contact from the messages.

4 Notable Features

4.1 Secure your Phone

Menu > Settings > Security > Phone Locked
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Let you lock/unlock your phone via a security password which you can
change anytime.

The default security code to unlock the phone is 1234.

Note: After you activate the phone lock, you would be asked for a
password when you power on your phone next time.

4.2 Blacklist and Whitelist

Menu > Settings > Security > Blacklist

Blacklist enables you to set a list who you do not want to receive

a call and SMS from.

Menu > Settings > Security > Whitelist

Whitelist enables you to set a list who you want to receive a call and
SMS from only.

5 Contacts

Your phonebook stores all your saved contacts for anytime use. Your
phonebook data can be stored in your SIM card or your phone memory.
You can manage your contacts from here.
