PRODUCT: FRG Remote Key

OPERATIONAL OVERVIEW: This product is used to remotely unlock and lock a vehicle. Itis also used to
start the vehicle by turning the head in the ignition.

he vehicle enters panic state after the PANIC button is pressed

he vehicle doors are unlocked after the UNLOCK button is pressed

The vehcile doors are locked after the LOCK button is pressed

The vehicle’s trunk is released when the TRUNK button is pressed

he vehicle is started remotely when the REMOTE START button is pressed

he vehicle's left side door is opened when the LEFT DOOR button is pressed

The vehicle’s right side door is openeed whent he RIGHT DOOR button is pressed

The vehicle's trunk is opened when the TRUNK button is pressed

The vehicle’s trunk glass is opened when the TRUNK GLASS button is pressed

The vehicle’s trunk is opened when the TRUNK button is pressed
