3.   This appliance must be grounded. Connect only to properly grounded outlet. See

This appliance must be grounded. In the event of an electrical short circuit, grounding

4.  Do not exceed 1 minute cooking time.

2. Setting the Kitchen Timer 

(1) Press “                  ” once, “P100” will display.

(2) Press “                  ” repeatedly or press the number keys to set the power level.

     The 10 power levels are available.

(3) Press “                   ” to confirm.

(4) Press the number keys to set the cooking time. The maximum time value is “99:99”.

(5) Press “                  ” to start cooking.
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4. Defrost by Weight

(1) Press “                  ” once and then the screen will display “dEF1”. 

(2) Press the number keys to set the weight of the food. The range of weight is 100~ 2000g.

(3) Press “                     ” to start defrosting.

6. Grill Cooking

(1) Press “                 ” once and then “G” will display.

(2) Press the number keys to set the cooking time. The maximum time value is “99:99”.

The 10 options are available,   

     including 150°C, 160°C, 170°C, 180°C, 190°C, 200°C, 210°C, 220°C, 230°C, 240°C.

(3) Press “                  ” to confirm the temperature.

(4) Press “                  ” again to start preheating. When preheating is completed, the   

     oven will beep twice. Open the door and place the food in the oven. Then close the  

     door. (If preheating is not needed, please skip this step.)

(5) Press the number keys to set the cooking time. The maximum time value is “99:99”.

(6) Press “                  ” to start cooking.  

8. Combination Cooking (Microwave+Convection)

(1) Press “                   ” once and then “C-1” will display.

(2) Press the number keys to set the cooking time. The maximum time value is “99:99”.

(3) Press “                   ” to start cooking.

  

7. Convection Cooking (with preheating & without preheating)

9. Combination Cooking (Microwave+Grill)

(1) Press “                   ” once and then “C-2” will display.

(2) Press the number keys to set the cooking time. The maximum time value is “99:99”.

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(1) In standby mode, pressing the number keys 1 to 6 lets you quickly select a cooking time

     from 1 to 6 minutes. Then you can press “                 ” to increase the cooking time.

     The maximum time value is “99:99”.

(2) In standby mode, press “                    ” to cook food at 100% power level for 30

     seconds. Each press on the same key can increase 30 seconds and the maximum

     time value is “99:99”.

Note: In the microwave, grill, convection, combination, and defrost by time state,

         each one more press on “                ” can increase the cooking time by 30 seconds.

         (Except for the defrost by weight.) 

10. Multi-Stage Cooking

Notes: (1) Two cooking stages can be set in multi-stage cooking.

           (2) If you set the defrost function, it will work automatically in the first stage.

           (3) The kitchen timer, auto menu, preheating and speedy cooking cannot be set  

                as one of the multi-stage.

   Example: Defrost food for 5 minutes and then grill food for 7 minutes.                 

(1) Press “                  ” twice and then the screen will display “dEF2”.

(2) Press “5”, “0”, and “0” to set the desired defrosting time to 5 minutes. 

(3) Press “                  ” once and then “G” will display.

(4) Press “7”, “0”, and “0” to set the cooking time to 7 minutes..

(5) Press “                  ” to start cooking.
