1. How to Set the Printer?

Long press the “ 0 ”for 3 seconds to power on the printer with
an indication tone. Under normal conditions, the printer screen
displays the main page, but if any abnormality occurs, it will be
prompted on the screen. The Ready page display is as follows:

Printing density

Printing density has 20 levels, the bigger the digit is, the darker
the printing will be. You may adjust the density level to meet your
needs.

Density levels between 10 and 14 are recommended. Higher or
lower density level may affect the printing quality.

Maintenance and Repair

1. Printhead cleaning

Printhead should be cleaned when any of the following condi-
tions happens:

®Blurry printing;

@Blurry vertical column in printed labels;

(®Each time one consumable cartridge used up;

Please follow the steps below to clean the printhead:

(MPower off the printer, open the top cover and take out the
consumable cartridge;

(@Wait til the printhead cools down completely if printings just
finish.

(®Use soft cotton cloth dipped in anhydrous ethanol (should be
wrung out) to wipe off the printhead surface dust, and stains.
@®Wait 3-5 minutes until the anhydrous ethanol completely
evaporates before installing the label cartridge.

CAUTION

(DPlease ensure the printer is powered off when maintenance.
@Do not touch the printhead surface with hands or metal
objects, and do not use tools such as tweezers to scratch the
printhead, the print roller or the surface of the sensor.

(®0rganic solvents such as petrol and acetone should not be
used.

@Do not power it on to print until the anhydrous ethanol
completely evaporates.

2.Long term storage
