® Using the supplied pairing pin, insert into the small pinhole on both receiver and then
transmitter(s) in quick succession. When pairing is successful, the indicators turn solid blue.




3. Connect the receiver to the mic input of a camera, mixer or recorder with the
TRS to TRS cable, or the headphone port on a smartphone, tablet or computer with
the TRS to TRRS cable.

4. Plug headphones into the receiver to monitor the recording audio if your
camera or device lacks a headphone output.

5. You are ready to record.

Note: Due to 2.4GHz wireless frequency, signal can be easily attenuated. Please try to avoid
obstacles, such as walls and buildings, and avoid close proximity to devices with 2.4GHz
signal, such as high-power wifi antennas, smartphones with wifi in use, radios, etc.
