3.Basic Operation
■Power On/Off

1. Long press key for more than two seconds to turn on the radio.

2 Long press key again to turn off the radio.

■PTT (PUSH-TO-TALK)
1. Press and hold down the PTT button to transmit (the indicator light turns red).
2. Release PTT button to receive(the indicator light turns green)

■Channel Selection
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1. Short Press key to increase the channel number; Short Press key to

decrease the channel number.

2. Long press to switch area(Z1 OR Z2)

3. Long press to unlock, and the icon disappear, Except PTT.

■Volume Selection

1. Short Press to increase the volume.

2. Short Press to decrease the volume.

■High and low power switching

1.Long Press to Switching power( H OR L)

2.Long Press to Switching Chinese and English

■Switch key lock

1 .In standby mode, long press the key for more than 2 seconds, the LCD will display
