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Connect the unit as described previously;
if using a CD+G, it is recommended to
connect to a TV. Press the ON/OFF
button to turn the unit on.

Lift open the CD door and insert a CD
or a CD+G by gently pressing it on the
center spindle. Then close the CD door.
Note:
« Whatis a CD+G?
A CD+G (CD+Graphics) is the standard
format for most karaoke discs that will
display the words on the screen.

Repeatedly press the CDG/USB/BT
button to select the CDG/CD mode;
