Charging the Battery

To charge the internal battery, plug the USB charging cable
into the DC Power Input on the speaker and a powered-on
computer or USB power adapter (not included) and standard
power outlet. Charging time is approximately 5 hours.

When the battery is low a voice will announce “Low
Battery,” then the unit will automatically power OFF after 3-5
minutes.

While the unit is charging the Charge LED will display a
solid red light. When the battery is fully charged the light
will turn off.
