*Do not use with dimmer switches.

Install your Bluetooth smart speaker led bulb into your
preferred lighting fixture. Note: this item is compatible with
recessed lighting.

To play music via the Bluetooth feature, please follow the
directions below.
- Turn your lighting fixture’s electric power ON.
- Open the Settings in your Bluetooth enabled smart device
and make sure Bluetooth is turned ON.
- Locate the device named "BR-XXXXXX"(where X stands for a
unique number) and select it. Once connection is established,
the lamp speakers will emit a single chime.
- Control VOLUME and all playback (PLAY/PAUSE,
NEXT/PREVIOUS TRACK) on your Bluetooth® enabled smart
device.

Troubleshooting
< If "BR-XXXXXX" is not available after powering on, Turn off and
on the the Bluetooth smart speaker led bulb from the switch
and turn on and off the Bluetooth on your smartphone, then
try to connect again.
- Please note that only one Smartphone can be connected to
each Bluetooth smart speaker led bulb at a time.
- Typical connection range is approximately 49 feet (15 meters),
and connection reliability may be affected by obstructions
within the room,
- If interruptions occur during streaming, try relocating the
Bluetooth device to a different location.
