Power:

Fully charge the speaker before first use.

To charge the battery, use the Type-C USB cable. Insert
the Type-C USB into the port located on the back of the
device, then plug the USB-A end into a USB port on a
computer or wall charger (not included).

A red light indicates charging. When the battery is full,
the red light turns off automatically.

Play music via Bluetooth.
Turn the speaker on by sliding the switch on the back of
the speaker to the "on" position.

The blue indicator light flashes quickly. This indicates the
speaker is in pairing mode and is searching for Bluetooth
devices.
