Maintenance and Cleaning

Your contactless device is a product of superior design and craftsmanship and
should be treated with care.

Troubleshooting Guidelines

The troubleshooting guidelines provided in the following section are included to
assist you to successfully install and configure your UX410 terminal. If you have
problems operating your UX410 terminal, please read through these
troubleshooting examples.

If the problem persists even after performing the outlined guidelines or if the
problem is not described below, contact your local Verifone representative for
assistance. Typical examples of malfunction you may encounter while operating
yourUX410 terminal and steps you can take to resolve them are listed.
