Pairing Earbuds

1. Long press the multifunction button on both of the earbuds
until the indicator lights flash red & blue

. Two earbuds will paired automatically.If the pairing is successful,
The Master of earbud will blink blue and red, the slave earbud
will flash blue.

. Activate the Bluetooth™ feature on your device, and set the
device to discovery mode to search for wireless devices.

If you've previously paired a single earbud, the paired set
should be paired as a new device with the name below.

. Tap the Earbuds on your device displayed as BB-BT-EB -

(if pass code is requested enter 0000) .
