You can delete a linked frame in the Photo Frame App if needed.
In the list of linked frames, swipe left over the Photo Frame ID
you wish to delete, then select “Delete”. Confirm by selecting
“OK”. If you accidentally deleted a linked frame, you will need to
link the frame again using the Photo Frame ID and 6-digit code
found in the link screen on the digital photo frame.

Sending images to multiple frames

You can send images to more than one frame at a time. In the
Sending Pictures screen, tap each frame you want to send
your images to. An orange check mark will appear next to each
selected frame. Add your photos and click “Send”.

Naming your Android / iOS smart phones and iPad

It is recommmended to name your device(s) before linking to a
Wi-Fi photo frame.
