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3. Where to position

3.1 Small meeting room

Position the speakerphone in the center of the
table, up to 2m/6ft from each participant. A
single CS61 is ideal for up to 6 people.
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3.2 Desk

When using the CS61 at your desk it is
recommended to put the speakerphone into an
upright position using the table stand. This will
better direct the audio towards you.
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4. How to charge

4.1 USB charging

Plug the CS61 into a USB power source

using the attached USB cable. The CS61
battery lasts for up to 12 hours of talk time and
takes approx. 3 hours to fully charge.

4.2 Automatic power off

To preserve battery while unplugged, the

CS61 will automatically power off when it has
not been connected to a bluetooth device for 15
minutes.

5. How to connect

5.1 Connect to PC (Bluetooth)

Plug the BT 100U into a USB port on your PC.
