You can enable TalkBack to navigate by voice feedback before selecting the
language. Press and hold two fingers on the screen until you hear a message saying
that accessibility mode is enabled.

Walk through the on-device setup to choose your Internet connection, sign in to your
accounts, and more.

There are different options you can choose to set up your new phone:

If you don't plan to restore a previous backup from your online storage, you can
use the HTC Get Started service to first personalize your new phone and set up
your accounts from your computer.

On the Fast and easy setup screen, tap | want to use Get Started. Your phone
will show you the URL of the HTC Get Started site and a pair code. On your
computer’'s web browser, just go to the URL and enter the pair code to start
your web setup. Save your setup to your HTC Account so you can download
your personalized settings to your phone.

If you already finished the HTC Get Started setup before turning on your new
phone, just download your web setup.

If you have content from another phone that you want to transfer, whether it's
from an Android™ or other phone, select Get content from old phone.

If you have a previous phone backup that you want to restore from your online
storage, select Restore from HTC Backup.

About waterproof protection

What does it mean by waterproof in HTC



= Never attempt to insert or remove the nano SIM and microSD trays with gloves,
wet hands, or when the phone is wet.

= Before closing the covers, wipe off every drop of water or dirt with a clean, dry
cloth.

= When closing the covers, make sure that no hairs, fibers, or small particles are
caught between the covers and the slot openings to prevent water from
seeping through the gaps and entering the phone.

Cleaning

If the USB port and headset jack have had contact with salt water, liquid chemicals,
dust, or other contaminants, immediately rinse using fresh water. These contaminants
may damage the connector pins.

= Before rinsing, make sure not the nano SIM and microSD covers are properly
closed. See Inserting a nano SIM card on page 10 and Inserting the microSD card
on page 13.

= While rinsing, don't press on the covers to avoid having gaps around the covers
which may allow water to seep through the gaps.

= Hold the phone at a distance of about 10 cm under a faucet or showerhead and
rinse using a low flow of water. To be specific, the water flow must be less than
6 liter/minute at a room temperature of 5°C to 35°C.

= Rinse the phone by hand only. Don't use a brush or sponge.

From time to time, clean the USB port and headset jack with dry cotton swalbs to
avoid having soiled connectors which may affect the cable connection. Wipe gently
with care to prevent deforming the connectors.

Drying
After HTC



Moisture may remain even after shaking off the water. This does not affect usage, but
it's best to keep the phone away from humid places to let the phone dry.

If condensation forms inside the display such as when there's a drastic change in
temperature, place the phone at room temperature until condensation disappears.

Other tips

= Avoid storing the phone while it's wet. Water drops may turn to frost in cold
climates.

= Avoid leaving the phone inside your bag or pocket for a long time since
moisture may accumulate on the phone.

= Don't use the phone near hot splashing water or near hot air such as a hair
dryer.

= Don't place the phone where it gets extremely hot or cold such as near a stove
or inside a refrigerator.

= Don't leave the phone in places subject to direct sunlight such as in a car and in
places that are extremely hot, cold, humid, or dusty to avoid possible
overheating, deformation, or fault.

= Parts that maintain waterproof protection such as the nano SIM and microSD
covers may degrade over time. If these parts degrade or get damaged, the
phone will no longer be waterproof. If this happens, contact your retail store or
mobile operator. You may be charged for parts replacement.

For certain keyboard languages such as English and Spanish,you-can_addfrequently-
used names, acronyms, and even phrases to-the word prediction dictionary to easily
find them in the suggestion list.

Type even faster when you create text.shortcuts to words and phrases. For example,
instead of typing the English phrase "Talk to you later”, save a few keystrokes by
adding the ttyl shortcut. In your message or.email, just'type "ttyl”, and then tap the
spacebar to enter the complete phrase.

Check how long you've been using HTC



In times when you don't need to use much of your phone, turn Extreme power saving
mode on to extend battery life longer. In this mode, standby time can last longer than
usual, and you can only use the most basic functions such as phone calls, text
messaging, and email.

1. Go to Settings, and then tap Power.

2. Tap the Extreme power saving mode On/Off switch to turn extreme power
saving mode on or off.

If you want to set when to automatically switch this mode on, tap Extreme
power saving mode and select a battery level.

How long the battery can last before it needs recharging depends on how you use
HTC
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Your first week with your new phone

Use automatic brightness (the default), or manually lower the brightness.
Set the screen timeout to a shorter time.

Don't use a live wallpaper for your Home screen. Animation effects are hice to
show off to other people but they drain your battery.

Changing your wallpaper to a plain, black background cantalso help/alittle. The
less color is displayed, the less battery is used.

Manage your apps

Install the latest software and application updates. Updates sometimes.include
battery performance improvements.

Uninstall or disable apps that you neveriuse.

Many apps run processes or sync data“in thevackground even when you're not
using them. If there are apps that you don't.need anymore, uninstall them.

If an app came preloaded and can't be uninstalled, disabling the app can still
prevent it from continuously running er syncing data. See Disabling an app on
page 180.

Limit background data.and syne¢

Background data and sync can use_ a lot ofrbattery pewer if you have many apps
syncing data in the background, It’'s'recommendednot to let apps sync data too
often. Determine which-apps canbe set'with longer sync times, or sync manually.

In Settings, tap+*Accounts & sync and check what types of data are being synced
in your online accounts. When.the battery is starting to run low, temporarily
disable syncing some data.

If you have many.email.accounts,'consider prolonging the sync time of some
aceounts.

In the Mail.app, select an account, tap i > Settings > Sync, Send & Receive, and
then adjust the settings under Sync schedule.

Whenwou're not traveling from one place to another, sync weather updates of
only your current lecation, rather than in all of your named cities. Open the
Weather app, andthen tap i to edit and remove unneeded cities.

Choose widgetswisely.

Some widgets constantly sync data. Consider removing the ones that are not
important from your Home screen.
